News From BAMôs Associates Committee 
 

January 25th of this year the BAM Associates Committee sat down at the convention 
to meet about ideas theyôd generated for a three-year plan. But rather than discuss 
the agenda the conversation quickly became more personal. Every member had a 
story about a friend or colleague struggling as a result of the industry-wide downturn. 
The committee agreed the situation was not something to be sugarcoated or ignored 
and so the question they asked was simple, ñWhat can we do to help?ò 
 

That question was quickly followed with ideas of how to reach out to BAMôs 4,800 
members with help and hope. The committee agreed the very reason the association 
exists is to bring the residential construction industry together and together is exactly 
how its members will weather the storm. 
 

The committee now launches its first big efforts for 2008. The first of them is free le-
gal and financial advice; something the committee felt was especially important this 
year. The committee is proud to offer a place on the members-only website which 
provides a means for members to submit legal and financial questions and receive 
answers generously provided by Associate Committee Member Kevin Kruger, of 
Kruger Financial Services, and attorney Tom Olive, of Olive & Taber, P.A. 
 

The committee wants to hear from you and it wants to help. If you have any legal or 
financial questions about your business visit the Associates Committee page of the 
members-only website: www.bamn.org. Read through the questions and answers 
posted and if your question has not been answered yet send it to kath-
erinen@bamn.org. A summary of one question is below and a full explanation is 
found online.  
 

Sample Question: If I donôt get paid, what are my options? 
Answer: Your options are essentially 1) Proceed on your mechanics lien (see Q&A 
regarding lien law online) or 2) District/small claims court. If after inquiry you do not 
get paid, and you choose not to or cannot utilize the mechanics lien process outlined 
online, then your option is to go through the court system and obtain a judgment and 
attempt to collect off the judgment.  
 

There are two different procedures one can use. The first and least expensive is to 
file your claim in Conciliation (Small Claims) Court. Claims can be no larger than 
$7,500. The filing fee caries from county to county (typically $50-100) and typically 
small business and corporations do not need an attorney and can represent them-
selves.  
 

If your claim is more than $7,500, you have the option of reducing your claim to 
$7,500 for Conciliation Court jurisdiction in order to avoid the extra expense of pursu-
ing the claim in District Court. If your claim is more than $7,500 and you choose to 
pursue it in District Court you will most likely need an attorney to represent you. If you 
are incorporated this is mandatory as Minnesota law requires corporations in District 
Court to be represented by an attorney.  
 

The full explanation of this question is on the associates committee page of the mem-
bers-only website.
